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AN ACT CONCERNING THE PAINT STEWARDSHIP PROGRAM.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Assembly convened:
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Section 1. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2020) (a) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (b) of section 22a-904a of the general statutes, the representative organization shall decrease the paint stewardship assessment for architectural paint by ten cents for each container of paint that is larger than one-half pint but smaller than one gallon and for each container of paint that is one gallon in size. 
(b) For purposes of this section, "representative organization", "paint stewardship assessment" and "architectural paint" each have the same meaning as provided in section 22a-904 of the general statutes.
