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AN ACT EXPANDING ACCESS TO THE ALZHEIMER'S DISEASE RESPITE CARE PROGRAM.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Assembly convened:
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That section 17b-349e of the 2020 supplement to the general statutes be amended to expand access to the Alzheimer's disease respite care program by increasing the income level for eligibility and appropriating a sufficient amount of state funds to cover expanded participation.
